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Authors upcoming in May

Those who haven’t read Ben Fountain’s
collection of short stories, Brief Encounters
With Che Guevara, or his highly acclaimed
National Book Award-nominated novel Billy
Lynn’s Long Halftime Walk, may be familiar
with him from a 2008 New Yorker article by
Malcolm Gladwell about late bloomers in the
arts.

After several years as a real-estate lawyer, Fountain quit his job
and devoted himself to writing fiction. Almost twenty years later,
as Gladwell relates, “the ‘young’ writer from the provinces took
the literary world by storm at the age of forty-eight.” Fountain
will join us on 14 May to present Billy Lynn’s Long Halftime
Walk. Dubbed “the Iraqg War's Catch-22," it's an exploration of
American culture, its relationship to the military and what
heroism means in the 21st century.
